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The ASEAN-Japan Centre has been promoting trade, investment and tourism relations between ASEAN countries and Japan through its various activities for 24 years since its establishment in 1981.Having achieved a remarkable economic development during these years, ASEAN realized the ASEAN 10, overcame the economic crisis in the late 90s, and have been steadily strengthening its solidarity within the region.

==ESTABLISHMENT AND ITS BRIEF HISTORY==

The ASEAN-Japan Centre was established on May 25 1981, based on the Agreement Establishing the ASEAN Promotion Centre on Trade, Investment and Tourism (hereinafter, "The Agreement") signed by the governments of the Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN), then consisting of the Republic of Indonesia, Malaysia, the Republic of the Philippines, the Republic of Singapore, the Kingdom of Thailand and Japan.
Later, Brunei Darussalam (June 8, 1990), the Socialist Republic of Vietnam (February 12, 1998), the Kingdom of Cambodia (June 11, 2001) and the Lao People's Democratic Republic (March 20, 2002) officially acceded to the Agreement and now ten countries are the members of the Centre.
　While the ASEAN-Japan Centre is an independent organization from the ASEAN Secretariat in Jakarta, Indonesia, it maintains close contact with the ASEAN member countries through their capitals, their embassies in Japan, as well as related offices in the fields of trade, investment and tourism.
