Aim of the pen pal project: For cultural exchange, or improve language ability of students, etc

Target group: Age range: Young school-going children /Teenagers/ Children should be encouraged to draw if they are unable to express in English (e.g., houses that they live in, etc). In this way, they can write in simple words (e.g. "This is the house I live in," and draw a picture of the house) 

Language ability of the participants: Are they able to write and communicate in basic English? Sometimes, the writer may not use English as the language of communication; therefore, it becomes slightly difficult for that party to read / write. In such instance, someone with English capabilities (e.g. teacher / family member / friend) may help on this matter.   

Age difference between the parties: Preferably, the age should be fairly close, in order for them to have similar interest.
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
